Tutorial Policy

Beginning with the first preliminary grades (the 5th week of classes) any students who have at least one D, F, or U will be assigned to tutorial. Tutorials will be Mondays and Wednesdays in Room 1024 from 3:00 – 4:00. The roster for the tutorials will be revised every grading period (approximately 4.5 weeks). If a student fails to attend tutorial, a detention will be assigned. Failure to attend detention or 2 tutorials will result in a parent meeting.  Students may make arrangements with the teacher of the class they are earning the D, F, or U in to attend a tutorial with that teacher.
Detention Policy

If a student earns detention, the student must report to room 1024 on the Monday or Wednesday following the offense. The teacher who assigns the detention may choose to offer other alternatives. 
Failure to attend detention will result in earning 2 days of detention. Missing either of the two subsequent detentions will result in a parent meeting.
